GRIFFON BRUXELLOIS HEALTH – FIT FOR PURPOSE / FUNCTION

The future health of the Griffon is of paramount importance to breeders, without good health this delightful and intelligent companion breed will go into decline. 

Any dog, mongrel, cross breed or pedigree, give an income to the veterinaries, you are fortunate if your only visits are for vaccination, worming or flea control.

The visits that Griffon Breeders can best control are those caused by hereditary problems. So within the Clubs’ Code of Ethics is a clause for special testing before a Griffon is used for breeding. 

It is strongly recommended that breeders test and can show certificates that the parents of a puppy are healthy. The main tests to look out for are: 

1. Eye test for Cataract, and other eye problems that could be hereditary

2. Heart murmurs

3. Patella luxation

4. CM/SM with low grading.

Only the eye test is compulsory but the others are recommended. Remember a puppy breeder who is not a member of one or any of the four Griffon Clubs or the KC Assured Breeders Scheme cannot be monitored or held to account by the Clubs.
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
